Our food pantry continues to provide food for over 1700 people each 
month.  That is roughly 600 visits per month.  In addition to providing 
quality protein-rich food options, we are happy to report that we have 
been able to increase our dairy offerings.  Thanks to grant funding from 
the Manna Food Project, we are able to purchase 360 dozen eggs, 360 
cartons of cottage cheese, and 80 gallons of 2% milk per month at really 
good prices to share with our families.   We are also looking forward to 
another fantastic year of being able to share fresh, local produce through 
our membership in the Northwest Food Coalition.  We are so blessed 
to be located where we are and to be a blessing to so many people in 
our communities.
